The Mystery of the Eucharist

Holy Communion
Holy Communion crowns the participation of the

Christian in the Divine Liturgy. Our Lord said: “Unless you
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you
have no life in you.” The Holy Fathers emphasized the need
to receive Communion at the Liturgy: “Tell me, suppose
anyone were invited to a feast, and were to wash his hands,
and sit down, and be all ready at the table, and after all
refuse to partake; is he not insulting the man who invited
him? Were it not better for such a one never to have come at
all?” For the Christian, the fulfilment of the commandment
“Observe the Lord’s day, to keep it holy” means to take part
in the Divine Liturgy on Sundays and holy days. The Church
encourages Christians to receive Communion as frequently
as possible for the sake of their spiritual growth. But the
apostle Paul teaches: “Examine yourselves, and only then
eat of the bread and drink of the cup.” In preparation for
Communion, the faithful examine their conscience and
observe the Eucharistic fast.
Christians partake of the Most Holy Eucharist “for the
forgiveness of his or her sins and life everlasting.” “Let us
. partake of the divine coal, in order that the fire of the
longing that is in us, with the additional heat derived from
the coal may utterly consume our sins and illumine our
hearts, and that we may be inflamed and deified by
the participation in the divine fire.” The condition for
receiving Holy Communion worthily is a clean conscience,
repentance for sins before God, and reconciliation with our
neighbour: “[On] every Lord’s day gather yourselves
together, and break bread, and give thanksgiving after
having confessed your transgressions, that your sacrifice
may be pure. But let no one that is at variance with his
fellow come together with you, until they be reconciled,
that your sacrifice may not be profaned.”

Dear I1G Schools Parents,

It's hard to believe one month of summer vacation has passed! While our Bengals are enjoying the break from
classes, IC teachers are busy planning for fall and looking forward to seeing new faces in their classrooms.
Many exciting things are also happening on campus! The Main Office continues to register students and field -
calls from interested families. Construction in the classrooms affected by the boiler repairs has wrapped up and
crews are installing new flooring and fresh paint. Next on their list? Preparing our new STEM Lab.

IC Administration continues to carefully monitor state and Archdiocese of Detroit (AOD) back-to-school
developments in preparation for in-person instruction this fall. We are carefully reviewing guidelines and how
to best implement them for a successful school year. To that end, Immaculate Conception will limit class
sizes to 20 students per room, Preschool and K-8.

The unique challenges COVID-19 means every detail of reopening must be carefully considered from square
footage of classrooms to student desk dimensions to the number of students. Without solid enrollment numbers
for planning, it is difficult to meet best-practice guidelines to protect the health and wellbeing of our students
and staff. As a resuli, we have had to ask families to enroll earlier than in the past.

While some classes are nesar 100% re-enrollment, we need and have room for additional new and returning
students. But it's very important that parents redister by the end of this month for another key reason. Every
school has registration targets to meet to be financially stable and IC is no different. It's vital to budget and
fundraising planning that we know what to expect in tuition revenues. IC is blessed with support from our
community, the generosity of Immaculate Conception and St. Josaphat Ukrainian Catholic Churches, and the
devotion of the Basilian Fathers. Administration is working closely with the Basilian Fathers Provincial Office
and, while we have their full support, we cannot be complacent -- we must actively work to meet our
enroliment targets.

To be clear, IC is fully committed to welcoming back studenis to our classrcoms, but we need families to
register now versus later. Immaculate Concepfion’s unique combination of a well-rounded traditional curriculum
driven by dedicated, professional teachers has helped us thrive as a community for 84 years. We want YOU
to be part of it.

To register, please stop by the Main Office. Summaer office hours will kick-off Tuesday, July 14. We will be
open Tuesdays-Thursdays, 10:00AM-1:00PM or contact the Main Office by emailing cpaul@icschools.net. If
you are hesitating to register, please reach out to Ms. Gruda fo discuss your concerns for the
fall, magruda@icschoals.net.
