In 2011, St. Josaphat, our parish, celebrated its 50th
anniversary. Throughout the years, our parish has grown
and now the complex consists of the church (the oldest
building), the rectory and office, the banquet center and the
garage where we store our inventory.

Our predecessors, many of whom have passed away,
dedicated their time, energy and resources to build
St. Josaphat to what it is today.

Like everything else in life, the buildings need to be
repaired and taken care of. This is why I am writing to you.
You may have noticed that the roof is leaking. There are
leaks in the hallways, the Banquet Centre, the garage, both
sacristies and the banquet center office. There is also a leak
in the entrance of the hallway between the church and
Banquet Centre. The leaks are quite serious and if we do
not fix them, the damage may lead to structural problems.
We have received 3 estimates for the repairs. The church
council and I have entered into a contract with a company
that will give us the best option along with a 20-year
warranty.

The work will be done in several phases. The 1st phase
is to repair the flat roof all the way from the classroom
to the Banquet Centre. The estimate is $80,000. The
expectation is to complete the repair before the winter of
2021/22.

At this time, we are turning to all of our parishioners for
financial donations. Your donations will be tax deductible.
Without your help, we will not be able to maintain our
wonderful church and her building.
