He will explore 
the  meaning of “belief” and whether it contradicts reason; the creative love of God the Father;  the shocking mystery 
of his Son’s Incarnation, and the great drama of his Crucifixion and Resurrection; the life-giving power of the “Spiritus 
Sanctus,” or “holy breath,” shared between them; and the mystical reality of the Church, which calls all of humanity 
out of the world of sin to receive forgiveness and participate in Christ’s divinity—not only in the next world but here 
and now.
