Foundations of the Spiritual Life:  
Degrees of Prayer:  
Contemplative Prayer  
In contemplative prayer a person experiences more deeply that 
divine Archetype (Model) according to which we were created. 
When one abides with God, one gradually comes to see things  
the way God sees them. The human intellect is incapable of    
contemplating God as long as it is disturbed by anxious thoughts. 
The Holy Fathers compared restless thoughts to waves on the   
sea. As long as the sea is covered in waves, the water is murky. 
On the other hand, when the sea is calm, one sees through the 
water to the very bottom. 
Types of Prayer:   
Praise  
The prayer of praise is the fruit of our communication with    
God. It blossoms as we become aware of God’s inexpressible        
greatness, as well as his unspeakable goodness and infinite mercy 
towards us. Feeling our- selves to be in the light of God’s glory, 
we express our spiritual enthusiasm in a prayer of praise: “For   
all glory, honour and worship befit you, Father, Son and Holy 
Spirit, now and for ever and ever. Amen.” 
Saint Irenaeus of Lyons teaches that human beings are called to 
praise the Lord, since they were created to partake of his glory. 
Those who are in light do not themselves illumine the light, but 
are illumined and revealed by it: they do certainly contribute 
nothing to it, but, receiving the benefit, they are illumined by the 
light. Thus, also, service [rendered] to God does indeed profit 
God nothing, nor has God need of human obedience; but he 
grants to those who follow and serve him life and incorruption 
and eternal glory … we do participate in the glory of the Lord, 
who has both formed us and prepared us for this, that when         
we are with him, we may partake of his glory. “Offer to God        
a sacrifice of thanksgiving … The one who brings thanksgiving as 
his sacrifice glorifies me; to one who orders his way rightly          
I will show the salvation of God!”  
The fruit of such prayerful praise is that the Lord illumines us and 
fills us with the light of his unapproachable glory. The person 
who praises the Lord comes to bear the likeness of the One who  
is praised. This is explained by the apostle Paul when he writes: 
“And all of us, with unveiled faces, seeing the glory of the Lord 
as though reflected in a mirror, are being transformed into the 
same image from one degree of glory to another; for this comes 
from the Lord, the Spirit.”

Види молитви: 
Прослава 
Молитва прослави є плодом спілкування з Богом та 
усвідомлення Його невимовної величі, несказанної 
доброти й милосердя до людини. Відчувши себе у світлі 
Божої слави, ми висловлюємо своє духовне захоплення      
в молитві прослави: «Бо тобі належить усяка слава, честь      
і поклоніння, отцю, і Сину, і Святому духові, нині               
і повсякчас, і на віки вічні. Амінь.»  
Святий Іриней Ліонський навчає, що людина покликана 
прославляти Господа, оскільки була сотворена для того, 
щоб бути причасником Його слави. «Хто є у світлі, той не 
просвічує [світло], але сам стає просвічений та очищений. 
Подібно й служіння Богові нічого не додає самому Богові, 
оскільки Він не потребує пошани від людини; проте       
хто йде за ним і Йому служить, тому Він дарує життя, 
нетління та вічну славу […]. Отож Він нас створив             
і приготував для того, щоб, коли ми будемо з ним, ми 
стали учасниками Його слави.» «Жертвуй Богові хвалу 
[…]. Хто жертвує хвалу, той Мене прославляє; і хто по 
правді ходить, тому явлю Я спасіння  Боже.»  
Плодом молитовної прослави є те, що Господь просвічує 
нас і сповнює світлом Його неприступної слави. Людина, 
яка прославляє Господа, уподібнюється до того, кого 
прославляє. Про це навчає апостол Павло, кажучи: «Ми    
ж усі, мов дзеркало, відкритим обличчям віддзеркалюємо 
Господню славу й переображуємось у Його образ, від 
слави у славу, згідно з діянням Господнього духа.»
