Foundations of the Spiritual Life:  
Ascesis that Enlightens  
Obedience to the Will of God  
  (God’s Law as a Calling to True Freedom) 

In the history of salvation, the Lord calls humankind to        
participation in his eternal life. To this end he makes a        
covenant with Israel, and subse- quently, through the blood of 
his Only-Begotten Son, he enters into a new and eternal      
covenant with his People. In accepting this covenant, a person 
fulfils God’s will and keeps his Law. The psalmist sings:       
“If your law had not been my delight, I should have perished 
in my affliction. I will never forget your precepts; for by them 
you have given me life.”  

Out of love for us, the Lord reveals to us his Law as the “path 
of life.” We are called to walk along this path which leads 
from the slavery of sin to the freedom of God’s children.    
This paschal character of God’s Law indicates the goal and 
substance of the Christian calling. Therefore, God’s Law in   
no way contradicts human freedom; rather, it grants           
freedom through the grace of the Holy Spirit: “The unfolding 
of  your words gives light; it imparts understanding to the  
simple. With my open mouth I pant, because I long for your           
commandments.”   

Saint John Chrysostom notes that God’s will, which the Lord 
has revealed in the moral law, is humanity’s support and      
the  measure of  moral  judgments: 

Consider that the judging faculty of the soul is disordered.  
Just as a balance, if its beam be unsteady, moves round, and 
does not show accurately the weight of things placed in it; so 
the soul, if it has not the beam of its own thoughts fixed, and 
firmly riveted to the law of God, being carried round and 
drawn down, will not be able to judge aright of its actions.  

Jesus Christ taught his disciples to pray to the Father:      
“Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.”  In explaining 
these words, Saint Cyprian notes: “We who desire to abide   
for ever should do the will of God, who is everlasting.       
Now that is the will of God which Christ both did and taught 
… [To do the will of God] is to desire to be fellow-heirs     
with Christ; this is to do the commandment of God; this is to 
fulfil the will of the Father.”

пасхальний  характер Божого Закону вказує на мету            
і зміст християнського покликання. тому моральний   
закон ніяк не суперечить свободі людини, а навпаки, 
завдяки благодаті Святого духа дарує її: «Слова твої, 
відкрившись, просвітлюють, дають розуму простим.       
Ши- роко відкриваю уста мої, прагну, бо я велінь твоїх 
бажаю.»  
Святий Йоан Золотоустий зазначає, що Божа воля, яку 
Господь об’явив у моральному законі, є для людини 
опорою і мірилом моральних суджень. «Подумай, якими   
є наші критерії оцінювання! Жодні терези, якщо не   
мають нерухомого стрижня, не можуть точно визначити 
ваги; так само й ми, якщо наша совість – немов вагова 
стрілка, розміщена на стрижні, – не буде скерованою       
до Божого закону, не зможемо правильно оцінювати 
дійсності й зазнаватимемо різних обмежень та відхилень.»  
Ісус Христос навчав Своїх учнів молитись до отця:    
Нехай буде воля Твоя як на небі, так і на землі!        
Святий кипріан, пояснюючи ці слова, зауважує: «Якщо  
ми хочемо успадкувати вічне життя, мусимо чинити   
волю вічного Бога. отож воля Божа є саме тим, що 
Христос чинив і чого навчав... [Чинити волю Божу] 
означає хотіти бути співспадкоємцями Христа – ось що 
означає виконувати Божі заповіді й саме так сповняти 
волю отця.»
