Foundations of the Spiritual Life:  
Ascesis that Enlightens:  
Spiritual Fatherhood / Motherhood 
In his ministry, a spiritual father (or mother) is called to lead his 
spiritual children on the path of holiness. In addition to the    
proclamation of God’s Word, and the sanctification of people by 
grace in the Holy Mysteries, spiritual direction is one of the    
important forms of the Church’s ministry as regards our          
salvation. This fatherhood or motherhood consists of caring for 
people’s spiritual growth. It provides direction during their      
entire  journey  of  Christian  living.  
Spiritual fatherhood/motherhood in the Church flows from the  
life of  the Most Holy Trinity. In the Most Holy Trinity, the    
Father is the source of the begetting of the Son and the proceeding 
of the Holy Spirit. The Father grants us eternal life through his 
Only-Begotten Son in the Holy Spirit. Hence, the Christian, born 
in the bosom of  the Church from above, of water and the Spirit, 
is called to transmit divine life through preaching and witness. 
This is emphasized by the apostle to the Gentiles writing to the 
Corinthians: “For though you might have ten thousand guardians 
in Christ, you do not have many fathers. Indeed, in Christ Jesus     
I became your father through the gospel.”  
In spiritual direction, individuals with greater spiritual experience 
direct  the  less  experienced  along  the  path of  their  spiritual  
perfection.  Spiritual direction is accomplished by the grace of the 
Holy Spirit, who inspires the guide and enlightens the disciple. 
Therefore, in spiritual  direction one is led in the ways of God and 
is taught to listen to the Lord’s voice and live according to his 
commands. With the help of the spiritual father/mother’s counsel, 
a spiritual child makes a choice enlightened by a calling from 
God. This calling determines the kind of service that one will 
render with his or her life. It also discloses and enfleshes God’s 
plan for daily living.   
The primary goal of spiritual fatherhood/motherhood is to       
facilitate the perfecting of a person, so that they may achieve    
the holiness to which God is calling them. This, in fact, is the 
shared goal of both disciple and teacher. Therefore, spiritual   
direction takes place in the context of sincere friendship between 
spiritual father/mother and  son/daughter.  In the spiritual tradition 
of the Fathers of the Church, the point is to have a divine     
friendship in an atmosphere where both teacher and disciple   
ascend to the heights of divinization and mature to a divine     
fullness of  life in the Holy Spirit.

Духовне отцівство в церкві випливає з життя Пресвятої     
тройці. У Пресвятій тройці отець є джерелом родження 
Сина та ісходження Святого духа. Oтець подає людині 
вічне життя через Свого Єдинородного Сина у Святому 
духові. Tак і християнин, народжений у лоні церкви           
з висоти, з води й Духа, покликаний передавати 
божественне життя проповіддю та свідченням. Nа цьому 
наголошує й апостол народів, звертаючись до корінтян: 
«Бо хоч би ви мали тисячі учителів у Христі, та        
батьків небагато; бо я  вас  породив  через  Євангеліє         
в   Христі   Ісусі.»  
У духовному наставництві особи з більшим духовним 
досвідом керують менш досвідченими на шляху      
їхнього духовного вдосконалення. Духовне наставництво 
здійснюється благодаттю Святого духа, Який надихає 
наставника і просвітлює учня. Tому духовне наставництво 
є веденням особи Божими  шляхами; воно навчає учня 
прислухатися до голосу Господа     та жити згідно з Його 
велінням. За порадою духовного отця, духовне чадо 
робить життєвий вибір у світлі Божого покликання, 
визначаючи згідно з цим своє життєве служіння, та 
відкриває і втілює «задум Божий» у щоденному житті.  
Oсновна мета духовного отцівства/материнства – 
сприяння вдосконаленню особи, щоб вона досягнула 
святості, до  якої  кличе  її  Бог. Зрештою, це спільна    
мета як учня, так і наставника. тому духовне наставництво 
відбувається в умовах щирих дружніх взаємин між 
духовними отцем і сином. У духовній традиції отців 
церкви йдеться про «божественну дружбу», в атмосфері 
якої наставник та  учень сходять до висот обожествлення, 
дозрівають до «божественної  повноти»  життя  у Святому  
дусі.
