The Holy Mysteries of Christian Life  
The Holy Mystery of Baptism   
Our Baptism Is “the Blessing of the Jordan”   
In the Rite of Baptism, the Church prays that “the grace of      
salvation and the blessing of the Jordan” descend upon the      
water. We pray that in this Baptism, that which was revealed       
at the river Jordan will be realized now. There, the Father, 
through the Holy Spirit, declared Jesus to be his beloved Son. 
That which was manifested in Christ—being the Son of God              
—becomes the reality of all who are baptized. Upon you         
also, if you possess sincere piety, the Holy Spirit will descend, 
and from above will be heard over you the voice of the Father, 
saying not “This is my Son” but “This has now become my son.” 
For to Christ alone belongs the “is” ... To you belongs “has now 
become,” since you do not possess the sonship by nature, but   
receive it by adoption. He is Son eternally, but you receive that 
grace by advancement. 
Baptism is the first Mystery that a person needs to receive in   
order to enter the Church, the ark of salvation. It is the means     
by which one becomes a member of the Church, the Body of 
Christ. “Whence is it that we are Christians? Through our faith 
would be the universal answer. And in what way are we      
saved? Plainly because we were regenerated through the grace 
given in our baptism.” Baptism unlocks the access to the          
other Holy Mysteries and sacred rites in the Church through 
which the Lord sanctifies, vivifies, and leads his Church as            
a whole and each believer in particular. This is why the           
baptized already become “heirs of the kingdom” and receive the 
“blessedness of the saints.” 
One Baptism for the Remission of Sins   
In Baptism a person receives remission of all sins: “Where sin 
increased, grace abounded all the more”. Having been united      
to Christ and having become a temple of the Holy Spirit,           
the Christian is freed from enslavement to sin and death      
through  the  action  of  divine  grace. He or she becomes capable 
of growing into the likeness of God. Divine filiation and the   
capacity for divine likeness through Christ in the Holy Spirit        
is given to the baptized person once and for all. That is why     
this Mystery can be received only once in a lifetime. Even      
after Baptism, however, the person who is not yet tempered        
in choosing what is good, is inclined to sin. Therefore, one turns 
to the Mystery of Repentance. In this Holy Mystery, one         
continues on the path of repentance, conversion, cleansing      
from sin, and strengthening in the virtues.

Святе таїнство Хрещення  
Наше Хрещення – «благословення Йорданове» 
У чині Хрещення церква просить, щоб на воду зійшла 
«благодать спасіння й благословення Йорданове», аби  
в цьому Хрещенні звершилося те саме, що було    
явлене на Йордані, коли отець у Святому дусі назвав 
Ісуса Христа своїм Сином улюбленим. Tим, ким явився 
Христос, – Сином Божим – стає кожний охрещений. 
«Якщо ти маєш щиру побожність, Святий дух сходить  
і на тебе, і голос отця лунає над тобою з висоти,  
кажучи не “це мій Син”, а “цей тепер став моїм сином”. 
Бо “є” належить Йому єдиному, а тобі належить    
“став”, бо синівство ти прийняв через усиновлення».   
Хрещення є першим таїнством, яке людині треба 
прийняти, щоб увійти до церкви – «ковчегу спасіння», 
щоб стати членом церкви – тіла Христового. «Через    
що ми християни? Через віру, – скаже кожний. Яким 
способом спасаємося? очевидно через благодать, дану  
в  Хрещенні».  
Хрещення відкриває доступ до інших Святих таїнств      
і священнодійств у церкві, через які Господь освячує, 
живить і провадить свою церкву й кожного віруючого. 
Tому охрещені вже стають «спадкоємцями царства»     
й  «отримують  блаженство  святих». 
«Одне Хрещення на відпущення гріхів» 
У Хрещенні людина отримує відпущення всіх гріхів:  
де збільшився гріх, там переважила благодать. 
Поєднавшись із Христом і ставши храмом Святого 
духа, християнин дією Божої благодаті звільняється   
від рабства гріха й смерті та стає спроможним зростати 
до Божої подоби. Боже синівство і спроможність         
до богоуподібнення через Сина у Святому дусі 
даровано людині раз і назавжди. Tому це таїнство 
можна прийняти тільки раз у житті. однак і після        
Хрещення людина, воля якої ще не утверджена              
в добрі, схильна грішити. тому для покаяння, 
навернення, очищення від гріхів та утвердження            
в  чеснотах  людина  приступає  до  таїнства  Покаяння.
