Revelation of the Most Holy Trinity
God’s Word in Creation

Only God exists from all eternity, and it is he who has brought
all creation from non-being into being. Only he possesses the
fullness of life; whereas the world, having been created, owes
its existence to him. God creates everything by his Word:
“All things came into being through him, and without him not
one thing came into being”. Nature, created by God, and
nature’s laws proceed from the Word: “For the voice ... and
command were as a natural and permanent law for [the earth];
it gave fertility and the power to produce fruit for all ages to
come.” The Word of God provides the norm, or law, as well
as meaning to all creation: the phrase “God said” means that a
wise and creative word has been imparted to every substance
or nature. In the contemplation of nature, its established laws
and harmony, we come to know the wisdom of the Creator and
the beauty of his plan. All creation praises God, his majesty,
his glory and wisdom: “The heavens are telling the glory of
God; and the firmament proclaims his handiwork™; “Lord, our
Lord, how majestic is your name in all the earth!”.

By means of the world, as God’s creation, we come to know
the Creator: “Ever since the creation of the world, his eternal
power and divine nature, invisible though they are, have been
understood and seen through the things he has made”. The
Holy Fathers of the Church have often compared the world
to a book through which we discover its Author. By coming
to know God through his creation, we simultaneously acquire
experience of being in the presence of God, and we become
capable of glorifying him “in all places of his dominion”.

God in History

God reveals himself to humanity not only as Creator and
Almighty Ruler (Pantocrator) of the world but also as Father
and Saviour of his people. The history of humankind is a
sacred history inasmuch as God himself appears and acts
within it. God realizes his plan of salvation within history by
deeds and words, which have an inner unity. The deeds
wrought by God manifest and confirm the teaching expressed
through his words, while the words proclaim the deeds and
clarify the mystery contained in them. The fullness of truth
about God and the salvation of humanity are made clear to us
in Christ, who simultaneously is the mediator and the fullness
of all Revelation.

Brief Information about the General Chapter
of the Basilian Order of St. Josaphat

Every 4 years, the Basilians have a general meeting, called
the General Chapter, in the General House, or the location
designated by the Protoarchimandrite, the highest superior of
the Basilian Order.
Perhaps it may sound a little strange, but like any other human
community on earth, the Basilian Order has its own "pyramid"
of authority.
The Basilian Order is based on the Statute (rules that provide
a road map that all members of the Order must follow).
At the top of this "pyramid" is the Protoarchimandrite
— elected by the delegates at the General Chapter for 8 years,
according to the Statute.
The Protoarchimandrite has 4 Councilors elected by the  del-
egates of the General Chapter for 4 years, according to the
Statute.
Delegates to the General Chapter are chosen by the Basilians
in the Provinces. The Basilian Order has 10 provinces: two in
Ukraine, Slovakia, Poland, Romania, Hungary, Brazil,
Argentina, Canada, and the United States of America.
The General Chapter is the body that regulates or amends the
Statute, if necessary. Each General Chapter is obliged to listen
to the reports of the Protoarchimandrite, the General Curia, and
Protohegumens of the Provinces for the previous 4 years, as
well as, in addition to the elections of General Councilors (and
Protoarchimandrite), to resolve various issues and find answers
to various challenges, which will be formulated and printed in
the Decrees.
The Statute of the Basilian Order provides general Rules.
Based on the General Rules, each Province draws up the
Provincial Rulebook in accordance with the needs and laws of
the country in which the Province is located.
Basilians are not monks who are locked in a monastery and
spend their lives in prayer, work, or studying. Basilians are
religious (ueHmi - chentsi) who, like monks, adhere to the
Evangelical counsels of obedience, poverty and chastity, but at
the same time serve all the faithful outside monasteries in the
spirit and design of St. Basil the Great and St. Josaphat.
The Statute of the Basilian Order highlights: "The special task
of the Order is to dedicate itself to a contemplative life and to
the service of the Church Rule, to carry out comprehensive
pastoral work, to protect and strengthen the unity between
Christians, as well as to provide the Church of Christ with
devoted and qualified religious, like Saint Basil the Great,
Saint Josaphat and other Basilian martyrs, confessors and
righteous people." (Rule of the Basilian Order No. 3 §2; Code
of Canons of the Eastern Churches: Canon 992, §2, 1).
As a delegate, I had the opportunity to participate in the
General Chapter this year 2024, from September 2 to 13.
The Decrees of the General Chapter will be printed and given
to every religious so that after reading them, everyone can
fulfill their duties as best as possible, and serve the Church and
the Order, for the sake of the promised Kingdom of Heaven.
