Your tireless work in the
parishes, steadfast faith in Jesus Christ, and love for one another are truly inspiring. I would like to take a moment to
reflect on the past year.

Nearly three years ago, | began ca-

| completed last year. These visits provid-
ed me with a unique experience—1 had
the opportunity to witness the lives of our
faithful and clergy across different parts
of America, deepen our shared faith, and
celebrate the Holy Sacraments together.

| am profoundly grateful to God for
the previous generations of immigrants
who, despite having limited financial
resources, demonstrated unwavering
faith and made incredible efforts to build
the churches we cherish today. Thanks to
their sacrifices, most of our parishes now
have their own land and church buildings.

However, some of our parishes and missions do not have such a privilege and require financial support to
establish their churches. One such community is St. John the Baptist Parish in San Diego. Last year, finally they laid the
foundation for their future church, which | believe is a big success, but now they require further financial support to
continue the construction. | am asking you to open your generous hearts to help this vibrant community to carry on
their building efforts.

The mission of St. Nicholas Eparchy is to share the faith by proclaiming the Gospel and witnessing the Living
Christ. We are committed to preserving and promoting our liturgical traditions, particularly through the growth of
new missions. Some of our successful mission efforts include parishes in Cody (WY), Kalispell (MO), Austin (TX), and
Portland (OR). However, missionary work is challenging—every new beginning demands great effort and resources.
| especially acknowledge our newly ordained priests, Fr. Philip Gilbert and Fr. Kostyantyn Popov, who have embraced
their mission with faith and dedication. | congratulate them on this important step in their lives and pray that the Lord
grants them the grace and strength to serve all who seek God's Word.

I also rejoice in the success of our Mission Institute, which is already bearing fruit. Last year, we celebrated

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PRIEST RETIREMENT FUND

Priesthood is a lifelong vocation of faith and service. Our senior priests in the St. Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic Eparchy ex-
emplify this calling by continuing to share their wisdom, compassion, and prayers, even after stepping back from active
ministry. These devoted men have tirelessly served our parish communities, often for as long as they were physically
able, and remain a source of inspiration to us all.

During their years of service, our priests focus entirely on their ministry, relying humbly on modest provisions for
housing, food, and transportation. However, their limited earnings mean that, upon retirement, many face significant
financial challenges. While they do receive Social Security benefits, these are often much lower than what most retirees
receive. As a result, some of our faithful priests are left with minimal income once they transition into retirement.

Currently, we provide a $1,000 monthly pension to nine retired priests aged 75 and older. While we have enough funds
to cover their needs today, the majority of our active priests—aged 45 to 55—will be retiring within the next 20 to 30
years. To prepare for this growing demand, we must act now to grow our Priests’ Retirement Fund.

To achieve this, we are introducing a special collection campaign “In Gratitude for Your Service" which will take place
across the Eparchy during the month of May. In addition to the annual collection, donations to the Fund are welcome at
any time.

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ST. NICHOLAS CATHEDRAL RESTORATION UPDATE

Preserving St. Nicholas Cathedral - Our Spiritual Home

Recognizing the importance of preserving our over a hundred-year old church, we launched in 2019 a Capital
Campaign-a dedicated effort to restore, revitalize, and secure the Cathedral for future generations. This initiative is
focused on addressing critical structural repairs, domes and crosses restoration, restoring intricate stained-glass win-
dows, and ensuring that St. Nicholas Cathedral remains a thriving place of worship and community life.

Thanks to the generosity of many benefactors and supporters, we have made significant progress. To date, we
have raised $4.9 million, but we still have a long way to go to fully fund the necessary renovations.
To help bridge the financial gap, we have secured a $2 million loan at a 6.25% interest rate. Thankfully, the Selfreliance
Foundation and Heritage Foundation have stepped up to assist with covering the interest payments. However, we
must continue our fundraising efforts to repay the loan in full while ensuring the completion of the restoration project.

What Has Been Accomplished So Far
With the funds raised, we have already completed
several vital repairs, including:

- Structural Reinforcements: Strengthening and cladding of
the walls, restoration of the domes and roof.

- Roof Restoration: Addressing leaks and replacing dam-
aged roofing materials to prevent further deterioration.

- Domes and Crosses Restoration: 1l domes and crosses
have been restored to their original beauty.
