65. Hasn’t science proven that demonic possession
is a myth? Isn’t that just what superstitious
people used to call “mental illness”?

Certainly, many people suffering from mental
illnesses have been mistaken for demoniacs.
Fr. Amorth spoke of three “bestial” centuries of
European history during which exorcisms became
rare, and these poor souls were burned at the stake as
witches rather than healed. Unfortunately, the same
mistake is still made in less developed parts of the
world. The Catholic Church makes her position
perfectly clear, however: “Illness, especially
psychological illness, is a very different matter [from
possession]; treating this is the concern of medical
science. Therefore, before an exorcism is performed,
it is important to ascertain that one is dealing with
the presence of the Evil One, and not an
illness.” (CCC, paragraph 1673) Therefore, all
exorcists are now given special instruction to
distinguish between mental and spiritual illness. If
an exorcist determines that a patient does not suffer
from demonic oppression or possession, he will
routinely direct patients to a therapist or psychiatrist.
However, there's still a great need for "doctors" who
tend to spiritual diseases. That’s where the exorcists
come in.

Also, the presence of mental illness does not totally
exclude the possibility of demonic activity, and
vice versa. In some cases, the spiritual attack
causes deep psychological wounds. In others, the
demons stimulate mental illness as a way of hurting

their victims.
