of prayer, the union with God and sacrifices;
and then there are human factors like experience,
intelligence, a specific culture and intuition. But often
everything is relative. Some exorcists function better with
certain demons and not so well with others.”

82. Where does the exorcist get his powers?

Strictly speaking, exorcists have no special powers.
They simply use prayers and sacramentals (such as holy
water) to deliver patients from demons. They are vehicles
of God's grace and nothing more. So, there's no way to
guarantee that any exorcism will be successful. God
liberates the soul in His own time and by the means of
His choosing. For example, Padre Pio was given
a special grace to discern whether demoniacs were
"mature" enough to be liberated from their demons. When
he encountered a demoniac whose moment of liberation
(as appointed by God) had not yet come, he would give
her a blessing and send her on her way. There was
nothing else he could do, because all his power came
from God. Conversely, some of the worst cases of
possession can be "cured" almost instantaneously. Padre
Pio was also known to speak a few words to a demoniac
("go away from him"), and the demon would instantly
depart.
