| in the patient's home. Fr. Amorth's

== should have an office or a small chapel
— one far away from the street, so the
public cannot hear the demon shouting and screaming.

(101 questions about Fr. Gabriele Amorth)
84. What can an exorcist do if a demoniac doesn't
want to be exorcized?
Not much, unfortunately. A victim of demonic oppression
and possession must desire freedom from Satan. He must
be an active participant in the exorcism process. He must
bend whatever willpower he still possesses against the
demon that is invading his body. If he is unwilling to
resist the demon — whether it's because he is a Satanist or
simply because he's lazy — the exorcism will not succeed.
On the other hand, St. Alphonsus Liguori said, "One is not
always able to liberate a person from diabolical possession.
But one is always able to give some relief." For those
willing to be exorcized, this relief is a blessing in itself.
For the unwilling, it may create an opening for the Lord to
change their hearts and make them open to the healing
ministry offered by exorcists. So, even if a patient is
unwilling, an exorcist will still do everything in his power
to free him or her. There are no hopeless cases. And in
some rare instances, holy men and women will ask God not
to liberate them from their demons. According to Fr.
Amorth, these persons "offer themselves as victims": I think
of a nun who was possessed by the devil and was never
liberated. She offered all her tremendous suffering for the
souls in purgatory, for the conversion of sinners, and for
her spiritual children, the same goals Jesus had when dying
on the Cross. All these sufferings offered to God have

great value.

Community Celebration

Dream Trains - Voices of Hope is an international art and storytelling exchange which connects vulnerable youth
in Ukraine with students in the USA through the transformative power of creativity and empathy.

UCARE, Inc (Ukrainian Children’s Aid and Relief Effort at UCAREINnc.org ) invites the community to become part of
a truly magical evening at the iconic Michigan Central Station in Detroit, Ml Thursday evening, October 16 th from
6 to 9 PM.

The “Dream Trains - Voices of Hope” Community Celebration will bring together over 300 guests for an
unforgettable celebration of hope, resilience and unity. On this night, a train carries the tender dreams of children
from Ukraine and the United States, weaving their hopes together across the tracks of distant lands. Through art
exhibits, live performances and inspiring stories, we will spark conversations about the future of our children

and the role we all play in their empowerment.

For this project, Ukrainian youth — many of whom have faced the trauma and uncertainty brought by conflict -
have created original paintings inspired by the theme “Dream Trains - Voices of Hope.” Each artwork symbolizes
their personal journeys toward peace, dreams, and a brighter future. To deepen the connection, every young artist
wrote a short personal biography to accompany their painting, giving voice to their story and perspective.

Over 100 of these heartfelt paintings and bios are being shared with American students, who are invited to
respond through their own artistic interpretations or reflections on the same theme. Their creative works —
whether paintings, drawings, poems or mixed media — will then be shared back with the Ukrainian artists.

This transcontinental exchange will foster a unique dialogue of hope, empathy and solidarity between young
people living thousands of miles apart but united by shared dreams for peace and a better tomorrow. Through
this project, art becomes not only a means of expression but also a bridge for understanding, healing and
friendship across Borders.
