Glory be to Jesus Christ!

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

As we set out on the journey of Great Lent, we begin our annual Eparchial Appeal. This season is, above
all, a time of repentance — an invitation to examine our lives with honesty, to ¢leanse our hearts through
prayer, and to approach the Sacrament of Confession with sincerity. Fasting forms us in humility and self-
discipline, while almsgiving opens our hearts to the needs of others and becomes a concrete sign of our
conversion. Through repentance and works of mercy, we grow in our awareness of Christ’s boundless love,
revealed in His self-giving for our sake, and we draw closer to the Holy Eucharist—the source of our
spiritual life and the strength of our renewal.
