(Продовження) 

Під "чистим духом" ми розуміємо 
існуючу розумну істоту, чия тонка        
і трансцендентна природа жодним 
чином не складається з матерії,      
якою б витонченою та ефірною вона   
не була. Отож, ангел є таким       
духом. І його існування, і 
діяльність є вільними  та  незалеж-
ними від матерії. Ангел також не 
пов’язаний з тілом, як людська  
душа, яка, хоча й цілком духовна, природно 
пов’язана з людським тілом як невід’ємною 
частиною всієї людської природи. Ангельська 
природа цілком духовна; природа людини 
складається з тіла і духу. 
Однією з причин, чому так багато стародавніх 
письменників, у тому числі багато серед отців 
Церкви, приписували тонкі тіла ангелам, навіть 
визнаючи їхню духовну природу, є той факт, що для 
них слова "тіло" і "дух" не мали того певного та 
досконалого філософського значення, яке ці слова 
набули особливо під час схоластичного періоду 
християнської  філософії  (грубо від 9-го до 15-го ст.). 
Таке хмарне філософське поняття, наприклад, 
виявляється в катехизмі святого Кирила 
Єрусалимського. Для нього все, що не 
має фізичного тіла, може по праву називатися    
духом; так що повітря, яким ми дихаємо, будь-яка 
пара або газоподібна речовина називалася духом    
або духовним тілом. Вони приписували такий        
вид  тіл  Ангелам.

WHAT IS AN ANGEL? 
(Continuation) 

By "pure spirit," we understand a     
subsistent intelligent being whose     
subtle and transcendent nature is in no 
way whatever composed of matter, 
however refined and ethereal. An      
Angel then is such a spirit. Both his  
existence and operation are free and 
independent of matter; nor is the Angel 
related to a body, like the human      
soul, which even though perfectly    

spiritual,  is naturally related to the human body as        
an essential  part of the whole human nature. The        
Angelic nature is wholly spiritual; man's nature is     
composed of body and spirit. 
One of the reasons why so many of the ancient          
writers, including a good many among the fathers,      
attributed  subtle  bodies  to  the Angels, even  while       
admitting  their spiritual nature, is the fact that for them 
the words "body" and "spirit" did not have that            
definite and perfect philosophical meaning which     
those words acquired especially during the Scholastic 
period of  Christian philosophy (roughly spanning from 
9th to 15th century). Such a cloudy philosophical notion, 
for example, appears manifest in the Catecheses of   
Saint Cyril of Jerusalem. For him, whatever has not        
a gross body can rightly be called a spirit; so that the    
air we breathe, any vapor or gaseous matter was      
called spirit or spiritual body. They attributed such  kind 
of   bodies to Angels.
