IVANO-FRANKIVSK

In Ivano-Frankivsk we operate the “Svitlycia of Saint Macrina,” a private institution
dedicated to serving children. We developed this ministry to house, educate, and nourish
children and adolescents whose families have been impacted by the war. Our Sisters feed,
clothe and provide medical care to the children. We also teach them, give them small gifts
for birthdays and Christmas, and take them on local excursions. The goal of the Svitlycia
is to preserve their childhoods as much as possible while creating an environment in
which they can flourish into young adulthood. Your support would help purchase food,
medicine, clothing, shoes, school supplies, and (ideally) a car for this ministry.

Kyiv

Our Sisters in Kyiv have professional backgrounds to serve the people. For example, one
is a dentist, anotheris a chef, and a third works as a canon law consultant. Qur ministries
here include parish work, catechesis, hospital chaplaincy, and ministering to internally
displaced people. Our Sisters plan to open a rehabilitation center in Kyiv focused on
spiritual, psychological, and physical recovery for veterans and family members. Your
support would help renovate and furnish the building currently under construction that
will become the rehabilitation center.
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SLoviTa

Our Sisters in Slovita, 30 miles east of Lviv, focus on children, adolescents and the elderly.
Here we run retreats for girls, organize summer camps, and catechize youth. In the early
days of the war, we also housed internally displaced people. Our Sisters are still caring
for a family of seven children whose father is fighting in the war while their mother
struggles with alcoholism. We are renovating our monastery to become one of Ukraine’s
few assisted living facilities, and we hope to welcome 20 elderly residents next year. This
project is 25% finished; your support would help finish the renovations, including the
electrical work, plumbing, heating, sewage lines, and a fire prevention system.

ZAPORIZHZHIA

Our community in Zaporizhzhia is the closest to the front lines of the war and the most
dangerous in the country. There are constant sirens and frequent shelling from drones
and missiles. Our Sisters here ministerto soldiers stationed on the front lines along with
civilian war victims in the area who have been greatly impacted by the fighting. We bring
medical supplies, food, and clothing to people. At the same time, our Sisters here lead a
youth group, organize iconography courses, prepare children and adults to receive the
Sacred Mysteries (Sacraments), and care for parish needs. Twice a week we host a prayer
service and serve meals to youths, soldiers, and others. Your support would help purchase
food, medical supplies, and clothing for soldiers and civilians in the Zaporizhzhia area.

We Sisters of the Order of Saint Basil the Great established our first monastery in Ukraine
1,000 years ago. Today we continue this legacy and serve the people of Ukraine amidst
dire circumstances. Would you please consider making a donation to support
our work?
